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During Appleby Fair this year the Education on the Hoof project - run jointly by ACERT and Cumbria C.C. with support from Celeb8 and the DCSF - will be offering a series of events in Appleby town centre and an exhibition close to Fair Hill at Salttip Corner.  This will be an opportunity for all visitors to the fair, including public sector and voluntary organisation staff, to learn more about Gypsy, Roma and Traveller cultures and lifestyles.  Attendance at one of these events, with the additional option of walking round the Fair, will provide the opportunity to gain a better understanding of Europe’s largest Gypsy horse fair, dating back to 1685.  
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Each session consists of talks by speakers.  The sessions, with speakers from Gypsy, Roma and Traveller communities and those working with them, will cover a wide range of topics covering the unique cultural aspects and history of The Fair and exploring some of the issues relating to Gypsy Roma and Traveller communities today.  The talks will take place in “Centre 67”, the local community centre for Appleby on Chapel Street, next to Broad Close car park.  From here it is an easy walk to the river Eden and Fair Hill.  Centre 67 will be clearly signposted (AA signs) and the talks advertised around the town. 

An information pack will be provided and refreshments will be available from the cafe.  Traveller Education staff and guest speakers will also be available for informal discussion.  The sessions are run in the mornings and afternoons and the Hall will be open to the public so that displays can be viewed.

Booking is advised as there can be over 5000 day visitors in Appleby.  All bookings received before Thursday 27th May will be confirmed and a map will be sent to you.
